And your dad thinks the
same experience would be good for you eventually become king of
Lemuria yourself. Of course, your dad could control water and create
tidal waves and fly, for Neptune’s sake. You can’t do any of that stuff,
possibly because your mother is a normal surface woman your dad
married.

Anyway, you father insisted you come up top and find a spot on
some superhero group. “There’s always an aquatic guy on each of
those teams” he says. And you won’t be allowed back home until
you’'ve saved the world, or something.

Superpowers:

Amphibious. Well, mostly: underwater, you're fine. On land,
you're awkward and can only survive for about a half hour before you
need to dunk your head in a bucket of water or something.

Knowing your dad, he would be awfully proud of you if you got
some payback from this guy.
