Biography:

As Dravo’s lover, Eva has received several perks, up to and including control over the Ministry of Plenty.  You’re not sure what the Ministry does, exactly, but you think it has to do with farming.  The bureaucrats in the Ministry can mostly regulate themselves, though, so you don’t worry much about it.

Recently, Dravo has been worried that he is being hunted by assassins, sent by the resistance leader Bavo Pasketti (Pasketti is real, though some will claim he is fictional).  So Dravo has chosen to lay low for a while, by hiding as one of his own lookalikes.  Dravo has adopted the role of Anselm, one of Dravo’s many lookalikes.  And he hides here in the Ministry of Propaganda until the coast is clear.  You’re here to be with him and watch him – no one else knows his secret. Relations to other characters:

Renata was Dravo's second in command.  You never got along with her; she was always jealous of you.  If you could use this situation to get rid of her, that would please you endlessly.

You are amazed that no one else can recognize that Biali is really Bavo Pasketti in a cheap disguise.  People claim that Pasketti is just a fiction used in propaganda films, but Dravo let you know that Pasketti is real, and apparently hiding here in plain sight.

Political Issues:
